The need in our community is huge and growing.  We are currently up to 3,500 visits per month, which is up 13% over last year.  Our costs are up 15%. They do everything they can, but due to a variety of circumstances they realize they need help.  Each person has a story – of illness; job loss; ever increasing costs outweighing their income; family breakdown.  There is rarely a day that we don’t share tears with one of our community members.  
One recipient with a history of mental illness wrote us a note that said, “What I do is very difficult. Each day is a struggle. Being able to eat well and be healthy is not possible on my budget.  God bless you for being here for me”

The people coming to WAES really want, and need, this food support.  Having access to high quality food is so important to everybody.  Thank you for seeing the need in our community and doing something about it. Your food drive is a highlight in our year!  Happy holidays.
